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 (SLIDE) - Jesus 
It is said that the Truth had an appointment in a certain town where the people were very anxiously waiting for him. It was a hot day, and Truth was walking along a dusty, narrow road toward the people who were waiting. Finally, the heat became unbearable. As he was going along, he saw through the woods a pond. The Truth thought, "I think I'll have a swim," So Truth went through the woods and there by a rock next to the pond, he pulled off his lovely white garments, and hung them on a branch and jumped into the cool water, enjoying himself on that hot summer day.

But you know, wherever Truth goes, Lie goes. And Lie heard that Truth was going to town, and as he followed along behind, he too was caught in the heat. And when he came to the pond he thought, "I'll take a swim and cool off a bit." So he went over to get ready to jump in the pond when suddenly he saw the pure garment of Truth hanging on the branch. And Lie being sneaky as he was, got an idea. "Ah," he said, "Rather than going for the swim, I think I’ll just steal  Truth's clothes." So he threw his old rags to the ground and put on the pure garments of Truth, and started down the road towards town. And when the people saw him coming, they began to rejoice, "Here comes the Truth!" Until finally one perceptive elder in the town said, "No, hold it people, that's not the Truth, that's a Lie with Truth's clothes on!" And sure enough it was. 

After a while, Truth finished his swim intending to get dressed and go into town. But when he got out, he noticed his clothes were gone, and he was very disappointed. He wondered where they could be. And as he looked around, he suddenly spotted the old, ragged garments of a Lie. And Truth decided, "Before I wear that, I won't wear anything." So he started down the road just as he was! 

And when the people saw him coming, they really began to rejoice and shout as they cried out, "Look folks! Here comes the Truth, the naked Truth!".

Friends, are you ready for the naked truth?  You asked for it.

Optional Start
Friends, when we started this seminar I made you a promise.  That promise was that I would present to not my thoughts, not my theories but Bible truth.  

I have endeavored to do just that—and now I want to ask you, are you ready for another dose?
You asked for it…

The great message to prepare our generation for Christ's coming is found in Revelation 14:6-10.  (1228)
Rev 14:6   And I saw another angel fly in the midst of heaven, having the everlasting gospel to preach unto them that dwell on the earth, and to every nation, and kindred, and tongue, and people, 7Saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and the fountains of waters. 8And there followed another angel, saying, Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great city, because she made all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her fornication. 9And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the beast and his image, and receive his mark in his forehead, or in his hand, 10The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb: 
(SLIDE) – Rev 14:7
The last phrase of verse 7 directs our attention to the subject of worship. 
Fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and the fountains of waters
The obvious problem we are dealing with then in Revelation is the difference between Revelation 14:7 and verse 9, 
One worships the creator-“him who made”

the other "worships the Beast."

The entire world including you and I will be on one side or the other. 
Look at this incredible passage…

(SLIDE) – Rev 13:1,2,3,8  4 Slides
Read from screen
ALL the world is worshipping and following the beast!
We have spent a great deal of time together and have already learned who this beast represents.  For those of you who might have missed those presentations, I encourage you to get the material.  You will recall, we discovered that the beast represents the Holy Roman Empire or the Papacy.

So today, if we find an area in which all the world follows the beast instead of the Bible, it should not surprise us, for God has told us it would be so. 

Since the message of Revelation 14:7 says to "worship Him that made heaven and earth," let's go back to the beginning when God made everything and read that from the Bible.

Gen 1:1 (1)
Genesis 1:1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth." 
In the remaining verses of this chapter, you can find…

(SLIDE) – 1st Day
On the first day, He created light; 
(SLIDE) – 2nd Day
Second day, air; 
(SLIDE) – 3rd Day
Third day, water and vegetation; 
(SLIDE) – 4th Day
Fourth day, sun, moon and stars; 
(SLIDE) – 5th Day
Fifth day, birds and fish; 
(SLIDE) – 6th Day
Sixth day, animals and the crowning act of creation - man and woman. 
Here in Genesis 1 we have the first six days of the history of the world. 

As we close the chapter we read in Gen 1:31  

And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth day.

And now we come to the first seventh day of the history of the world. 

Genesis 2:1-3, Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them. And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made." 
(SLIDE) – 7th Day
And so the Bible says that God created the Sabbath day. 

Now this is interesting…the Bible says that after God finished the work of creation, he pronounced it VERY GOOD and then He did something interesting.

He created a day and set it aside as a memorial of His creation. 

This verse says that he blessed it and sanctified it. Why?

Vs 3  And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.  

You see it is not only a holyday, it is a holiday.

In the US, we have a lot of holidays.  You know what the purpose of a holiday is?  It is designated as a day to remember something.

God gave us the Seventh-day Sabbath as a way to remember His works of creation.
We can read about it here

(SLIDE) – Psalm 111:2-4
Psalm 111:2-4 The works of the LORD are great, sought out of all them that have pleasure therein. His work is honorable and glorious: and his righteousness endureth for ever. He hath made his wonderful works to be remembered: the Lord is gracious and full of compassion." 
If fact, God Himself said it and wrote it in His law. 
(SLIDE) – Ex 20:8-11 Six Slides
Read from screen

Did you notice that the 4th commandment is a direct quote of Rev 14:7.   

So the message God wants to send to the whole world in the last days simply calls the world's attention back to the fourth commandment. 

Why?  Well, it is really quite simple.  

What right does God have to tell you how to live your life?  

What right does God have to give to us the 10 Commandments and tell us to keep them?

Since this is really an issue of worship, what right does God have to ask for our worship?

The answer to these questions is Because, He is our creator.  He made the earth and everything in it, including you.  That gives Him the authority.  If He was not the creator, then He would have no right to ask anything of you.

You can read the 10 Commandments from start to finish and you will only find one commandment that identifies Him as the creator; it is the fourth commandment.

By the way, now might be a good time to ask which day does this commandment identify as the Sabbath?  The seventh day, right?  Which day is the seventh day?  Saturday.

How do we know that?  I’ll give you two sources…  First..
(SLIDE) - Webster
Webster says, “Sabbath; the seventh day of the week (Saturday).”

Second, and more importantly, we can also look to the Bible.  Three of the most famous days in history will clearly tell us what day is the Sabbath.

Turn to Luke 23:50 (1045)
Luke 23:50  And, behold, there was a man named Joseph, a counsellor; and he was a good man, and a just: 51(The same had not consented to the counsel and deed of them;) he was of Arimathaea, a city of the Jews:  who also himself waited for the kingdom of God. 52This man went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. 53And he took it down, and wrapped it in linen, and laid it in a sepulchre that was hewn in stone, wherein never man before was laid. 54And that day was the preparation, and the sabbath drew on. 
Here it says that Jesus died on the preparation day.  What day did Jesus die on?  Friday; that’s why we celebrate Good Friday.

Vs 55  And the women also, which came with him from Galilee, followed after, and beheld the sepulchre, and how his body was laid. 56And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath day according to the commandment. 
It says that the women rested on the Sabbath, this is the day following the preparation day which we learned was Friday, so what day is the Sabbath?  Saturday

Luke 24:1  Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulchre, bringing the spices which they had prepared, and certain others with them. 2And they found the stone rolled away from the sepulchre. 3And they entered in, and found not the body of the Lord Jesus.
This verse says that Jesus rose from the grave very early on the first day of the week.  What day did Jesus rise from the grave?  Sunday.

(SLIDE) – Order of Events
So here we see these three days

(SLIDE) – Friday
Friday referred to as the preparation day

(SLIDE) – Sabbath
Saturday referred to as the Sabbath

(SLIDE) – Sunday
And Sunday referred to as the first day of the week.

Friends, it couldn’t be clearer, Saturday is the Sabbath, the seventh day of the week.

Now, I realize there may be several questions that are coming up.

1. If Saturday is the seventh day of the week, why do most Christians keep Sunday?

2. Some of you might be thinking, I thought that seventh day was the Jewish Sabbath.

3. Does it really matter what day we keep, isn’t one day just as good as the other.

These are all good questions, so let’s get the answer to them.

Let’s not just use human reasoning and opinions, but let’s get the Bible answers.

Let’s start with this idea of the seventh day being a Jewish Sabbath.

(SLIDE) – No Where in the Bible
Let me ask you a question?  

How many people were on planet earth on the sixth day? Two! 
What were there names? Adam and Eve
When was the Sabbath created?  On the 7th day! 

Were they Jews? NO! There were no Jews for hundreds of years. 
In fact, we can also find the answer to this question in Mark 2:27 (986)
Mark 2:27 (986)  And he said unto them, The sabbath was made for M-A-N, that is a funny way to spell JEW.
God never made the Sabbath "for the Jews." 
It was made for Adam and Eve, and every other human being.

Remember, He made it as a memorial to His creative power.  

So obliviously it is not just for the Jews.  
What about any other day, does it really make a difference?

Let’s go back to Genesis 2:1-3

Genesis 2:1-3, Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them. And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made." 
There were three things God did to specifically set apart the seventh day. 

(SLIDE) – Three things
He rested on it

He blessed it, 
He sanctified it - or made it holy, and set it apart for sacred use. 
God did not do this to any other day. 

Why is this day different?  Let’s read the full commandment and see why

Ex 20:8 (81)
Ex 20:8 (81) Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. 9Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: 10But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: 11For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it. 

We discover the last time we were together that this is the only part of scripture that God himself wrote, with His own finger…

What is the first word that God used?  "Remember." 

When I leave the house in the morning and my wife says to me, “Remember to put up your shirts at the cleaners,” why does she say "remember"? Because she thinks I might forget. 
God says "Remember!" Why? Because He knew we might forget! And it's amazing that in only one of the 10 commandments He said REMEMBER, the whole world has forgotten! 

Friends, we need the Sabbath today more than ever before.  People are under the gun 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  God created you and I and he knew we needed rest.

There is another reason that God gave us the Sabbath and it is this.  More than anything else, God wants to build a relationship with you.  And if there is one thing I have learned it is this; any relationship needs time.

God wants to spend time with you.  Not just a few minutes here and there, but God sets aside an entire day every week to spend with you.

And that's also the reason the devil hates God's Sabbath. It is obvious this is the commandment he has attacked more than any other.

Why?  He knows what will happen when you spend time with Jesus.

Furthermore, the Sabbath is a sign of our love relationship with Jesus. 
Ezekiel 20:20 (840)
Ezekiel 20:20 (840) , "And hallow my sabbaths: and they shall be a sign between me and you, that ye may know that I am the Lord your God." 

God said "hallow my Sabbaths" they will be a sign just between you and me - 24 hours in a special love relationship. 

Now the devil knows full well the meaning of the Sabbath. Every time God has given something as a blessing, the devil has come up with a counterfeit. That's his trademark. 
God gave the Sabbath, and the devil knew that the Sabbath honored God above all the other commandments. So in order to detract from the worship of the true God, and nullify everything that honors God, he twisted things so much that today most of the sincere Christian world is breaking the Sabbath day and don't even know it! 

So God in His mercy sends us the truth 

This is also why the devil teaches that the law has been done away with. Yet interestingly enough, most of those who teach this, still keep nine of the Ten Commandments! One commandment bothers them, and in an effort to set aside the fourth commandment, they do away with the whole law. 
Let’s get a reminder about how God feels about this. James 2:10-12 (2101)
James 2:10-12 (1201), "For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all. For he that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law. So speak ye, and so do, as they that shall be judged by the law of liberty." 
Again, we always want to know what Jesus says. Matthew 5:17-19

Matthew 5:17-19 (950)

Matthew 5:17-19 (950), "Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill. For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, ONE JOT OR ONE TITLE shall in NO WISE PASS FROM THE LAW, till all be fulfilled. Whosoever therefore shall break ONE of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven."
If we break ONE, we break them all. 
Why is this? The answer is simple. Keeping God's law is based on one principle, "LOVE." 
Let’s get a verse on that… John 14:15

(SLIDE) John 14:15
Jesus said, John 14:15, "If you love me, keep my commandments." 
The 10 commandment law simply shows who or what we love most, Jesus or sin 
Let’s look again at a few of the verses we read last time we were together.

(SLIDE) John 14:21
John 14:21, "He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him." 

(SLIDE)  1 John 5:2,3
1 John 5:2, 3, "By this we know that we are the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments. For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous." 

You see, love is at the center of our desire to keep the commandments.

So when I choose to break one commandment, no matter which one it is, I then break my love relation with Christ. That's why it says if we break one we break them all. 
It's just like my wife and I. Let's say I suddenly found a pretty girl that I was attracted to and took her home. Then when my wife objects I would say, "But sweetheart, I really love you, I just want to be with my girlfriend once every 10 days. Otherwise, I'll be with you." Would I REALLY love my wife? Absolutely not! She must have all my heart, or none. 

It’s the same way with Jesus. Matthew 22:36-40,
Matthew 22:36-40 (974) "Master, which is the greatest commandment in the law? Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all they mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets." 
What day did Jesus keep? 
We can be safe in doing what Jesus did. In fact this is what the Bible says we are to do. 
In fact this passage actually tells us that is what we are to do.

(SLIDE) 1 John 2:3-6
First John 2:3-6, "And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked." 
This passage says, beloved that you and I ought to walk as Jesus walked.

So, let's see then what Jesus' custom was. 

Luke 4:16 (1014)  tells us…

Luke 4:16 (1014), "And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read." 
It was Jesus' custom to go to church on Sabbath. 
In fact, Jesus had so much respect for the Sabbath that He, looking far into the future asked us to respect it. 
Matthew 24:15-20 (976),
Matthew 24:15-20 (976), "When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains: Let him which is on the housetop not come down to take anything out of his house: Neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes. And woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days! But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither ON THE SABBATH DAY." 
Jesus here looked 40 years into the future, and still asked His disciples to honor the Sabbath. God answered their prayers, and they fled in A.D. 70, in October, on a Wednesday, to a city called Pella, and not one Christian died in the destruction of Jerusalem! 
If Jesus was expecting His Church to keep the Sabbath, looking 40 years into the future, then we can be sure He wanted it kept to the end of time. 
Which day did the disciples keep? 

Let’s go to Acts 13:14 (1095)
Acts 13:14 (1095) , "But when they departed from Perga, they came to Antioch in Pisidia, and went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and sat down.
Vs 42  And when the Jews were gone out of the synagogue, the Gentiles besought that these words might be preached to them the next sabbath. Now when the congregation was broken up, many of the Jews and religious proselytes followed Paul and Barnabas: who, speaking to them, persuaded them to continue in the grace of God. And the next sabbath day came almost the whole city together to hear the word of God." 

Here we have New Testament Christians who were living under grace, keeping the Sabbath. 

Another text, Acts 18:4, "And he reasoned in the synagogue every sabbath, and persuaded the Jews and the Greeks." 
Paul preached every Sabbath to the Jews and Greeks. Even without a church, the apostles still kept the Sabbath day. 
Acts 16:13, "And on the sabbath we went out of the city by a river side, where prayer was wont to be made; and we sat down, and spake unto the women which resorted thither." 
Often sincere people say, "We keep the Lord's day." 

Did you know there is only one text in the entire Bible that says "Lord's Day?" 
Let's read it in Revelations 1:10 (1218),
Revelations 1:10 (1218), "I was in the Spirit on the Lord's day, and heard behind me a great voice, as of a trumpet." 
According to this text, which day is the Lord's day? It doesn't say!

Let’s find from the Bible which day it is. Matthew 12:8, 
Matthew 12:8 (959) "For the Son of man is Lord even of the sabbath day." 
“Lord of the Sabbath day." And the commandment says the seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord! 
Some others say, "Oh, it doesn't matter which day you keep. I keep every day." But here we must be careful. The same commandment says six days are days for labor, not to be kept holy. God didn't say keep a Sabbath. He said keep the Sabbath. 

The is a definite article identifying a specific person, place, or thing. The Bible says the seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord. 

And friends with all due respect, you cannot keep a day holy that God has not made holy.

The Bible says there is a way which seems right to a man but the end there of is death. (Proverbs 14:12) We must follow God's Word, not human reasoning. 
Then people sometimes say, "Well, the days have been mixed up and we don't know what day the Sabbath is. The calendar was changed." 
But time hasn't been lost.   You see we only have to go back as far as Jesus. Yes the calendar was changed once since Jesus in 1582 by Pope Gregory XIII. 
(SLIDE) – Calendar Change
That's where we get our present Gregorian calendar. Prior to the Gregorian calendar, the Julian calendar was used from 46 B.C. on. It had a length of a year as 365 days and six hours. This was 11 minutes more than it was supposed to be. Over the years, the 11 minutes accumulated, and by 1582 the calendar was approximately 10 days out of harmony with the solar system. 
So it was Thursday, October 4, 1582 and the next day, Friday, which should have been October 5, became October 15. The days of the week were not affected at all, only the dates. 
Today we do the same thing every four years on leap year. And speaking of the calendar, it is a fact that in 108 languages of the world, the seventh-day, Saturday, is called "Sabbath." There is no question that the Sabbath day today is exactly the same seventh-day Sabbath Jesus kept while He was on this earth. 
Often people will sincerely say, "We keep Sunday in honor of the resurrection." While that's a wonderful thought, we must ask: Is it biblical? 

You see, God did give two things to honor His death, burial, and resurrection. 
First He gave communion and said "this do in remembrance of Me." Secondly, He gave baptism as a memorial, not a new Sabbath. 

(SLIDE) – Gen to Rev
And so from Gen to Rev and from Eden to Heaven there will always be a Sabbath. 

From creation, all throughout the Old Testament, it was kept. 

Then Jesus, in the four gospels, kept it. 

The early Christians in the New Testament kept it, 
Paul kept it
and when we go to heaven and God creates the new heavens and new earth, we are going to keep it there. 

Let’s read that verse together.  Is 66:22 (749)
Isaiah 66:22 (749) , "For as the new heavens and the new earth, which I will make, shall remain before me, saith the LORD, so shall your seed and your name remain. And it shall come to pass, that from one new moon to another, and from one sabbath to another, shall all flesh come to worship before me, saith the LORD." 
Now after disturbing you with a study like this, I think it well to tell you clearly who, when, and by what authority the Sabbath was changed. 
Let’s once again go to that prophecy in Daniel that describes the antichrist Daniel 7:25

(SLIDE) – Destroying the Law
Daniel 7:25 (888)
And he shall speak great words against the most High, and shall wear out the saints of the most High, and think to change times and laws: and they shall be given into his hand until a time and times and the dividing of time.

God has identified the papal power as the one who "changes times and laws." Interestingly, the only "laws" that deal with "times" are found in the fourth commandment. 
"Remember the sabbath day ... Six days shalt thou labor ... the seventh day is the sabbath ... For in six days the Lord made ... and rested on the seventh day ... the Lord blessed the sabbath day. ..." 
God is simply telling us here that we can expect to find the papacy responsible for changing the time of the Sabbath day from Saturday to Sunday. 

Let's read now from the Catholic Catechism itself and see if this is so. 

(SLIDE) – Catechism
The Convert's Catechism of Catholic Doctrine, p.50: 

Q. What is the Third Commandment?
A. The Third Commandment is: Remember that thou keep holy the Sabbath day.
Q. Which is the Sabbath day?
A. Saturday is the Sabbath day.
Q. Why do we observe Sunday instead of Saturday?
A. We observe Sunday instead of Saturday because the Catholic Church transferred the solemnity from Saturday to Sunday.


There it is, strait from the lips of the antichrist.

(SLIDE) Jesus Christ/Antichrist
Now the issues become clear. On one side is the Antichrist and commandments of men. On the other is Jesus Christ and His commandments.
